Water into wine?  

This is Jesus first recorded miracle in the Gospel. It is personally one of my favourite in the Gospels for a number of reasons. Jesus is at a Wedding banquet, a place of celebration. People are out enjoying themselves. For the last two years we have longed to gather with family and friends and what a delight it was a Christmas that we could do that. Somehow the significance of gathering at Christmas was made special because the Pandemic has made it such that we could not gather, even in small groups. It is also why this first miracle of Jesus is significant for me and I hope also for you. It is also a family celebration, Jesus is there with his mother and most likely Joseph and his sisters and brothers are there too. John’s gospel gives us no hint if the rest of the family are present but the custom of the day would suggest they would have been in attendance. It makes this miracle all the more tantalizing. Jesus mother, Mary, asks Jesus to ‘do something’ and Jesus brushes her off by saying, ‘Woman, what concern is that to you and to me?’ I can hear Jesus saying, ‘What is that to do with me?’. Have you been at a function and been asked by a parent to go the extra mile and felt that it was not your place, nor your job? This is what I hear from Jesus, almost reprimanding his mother for asking. I recall being asked by my mother to sing at family functions. I shied away, almost resented abiding by my mothers request. But I would relent, embarrassed because none of my siblings were asked to perform in front of guests. I hear in Jesus words a reproof, but in the end Jesus chooses to ‘do something’. There at the wedding feast are six jars for the Jewish rite of purification. These are not just any jars. They are set aside for a special task. Jesus asks them to be filled with water, and they fill them to the brim. Sacred vessels filled with water are about to be transformed into wine for a Wedding feast! The steward who received this new wine rejoices, remarking to the Bridegroom for leaving the best wine till last. The disciples believe from this moment in Jesus and who he is. Jesus first miracle celebrates life, celebrates a marriage feast, and celebrates with these first disciples. May we also recognize the way God rejoices over us today as we come to the Eucharist expecting God to speak afresh into our hearts and lives so that we may celebrate God’s kingdom not only for ourselves but for all with whom we come in contact.

SECOND READING
A reading from First Corinthians 12:1-12

Now concerning spiritual gifts, brothers and sisters, I do not want you to be uninformed. You know that when you were pagans, you were enticed and led astray to idols that could not speak. Therefore, I want you to understand that no one speaking by the Spirit of God ever says, ‘Let Jesus be cursed!’ and no one can say ‘Jesus is Lord’ except by the Holy Spirit. Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit; and there are varieties of services, but the same Lord; and there are varieties of activities, but it is the same God who activates all of them in everyone. To each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. To one is given through the Spirit the utterance of wisdom, and to another the utterance of knowledge according to the same Spirit, to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, to another the working of miracles, to another prophecy, to another the discernment of spirits, to another various kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. All these are activated by one and the same Spirit, who allots to each one individually just as the Spirit chooses.

THE GOSPEL 

The Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John 2:1-11
Glory to you Lord Jesus Christ.

On the third day there was a wedding in Cana of Galilee, and the mother of Jesus was there.  Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding.  When the wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to him, ‘They have no wine.’  And Jesus said to her, ‘Woman, what concern is that to you and to me? My hour has not yet come.’  His mother said to the servants, ‘Do whatever he tells you.’  Now standing there were six stone water-jars for the Jewish rites of purification, each holding twenty or thirty gallons.  Jesus said to them, ‘Fill the jars with water.’ And they filled them up to the brim.  He said to them, ‘Now draw some out, and take it to the chief steward.’ So they took it.  When the steward tasted the water that had become wine, and did not know where it came from (though the servants who had drawn the water knew), the steward called the bridegroom  and said to him, ‘Everyone serves the good wine first, and then the inferior wine after the guests have become drunk. But you have kept the good wine until now.’  Jesus did this, the first of his signs, in Cana of Galilee, and revealed his glory; and his disciples believed in him.
